Minutes of Public Hearing and

Regular Council Meeting

Tuesday, June 26, 2012

Council Chambers

Mayor Bellerud called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. 

Present:  Mayor Bellerud, Councilors Garrity, Gentile, Nemanick and Schutte
Absent:  None
Staff Present: City Attorney Brunfelt, City Engineer Jamnick, Police Chief Techar, Administrative Secretary Devich and City Clerk Harper.

Mayor Bellerud led the audience in the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.
Mayor Bellerud opened the Council Meeting for a Public Hearing on the tax abatement of parcel for De-Care (Delta Dental).
Mayor Bellerud announced the meeting was open for public comment; three times.  There was no public comment.
Mayor Bellerud closed the Public Hearing.

Motion by Nemanick second by Gentile to approve Resolution 2012-09: granting tax abatement to De-Care (Delta Dental) for 15 (fifteen) years at $10,000 (ten thousand dollars) per year.  All approved.

Mary Stacke of De-Care expressed De-Care’s appreciation to the City of Gilbert for it’s support in making the expansion possible.  Stacke stated currently De-Care has 120 employees working in Gilbert and plans to hire another 40 by the end of the year and there will be an additional 120 employees hired once the expansion is completed.  Stacke noted the employees in this area are hardworking and have customer service that cannot be touched anywhere else.
Motion by Gentile second by Nemanick to approve the following addition to the agenda:

1. Approve Temporary On-Sale Liquor Permits for 4th of July Activities in the City of Gilbert for the following businesses:

All approved.
Motion by Gentile second by Schutte to approve minutes of May 22, 2012 Board of Appeal and Equalization.  All approved.
Motion by Schutte second by Nemanick to approve Regular Council Meeting minutes of June 12, 2012.  All approved.

Representative of Minnesota Power briefed the Council on preliminary plans to reroute a transmission line noting approximately one half of a mile would be located in Gilbert’s boundaries.
Motion by Gentile second by Garrity to approve request from Louise Belanger of the Alibi Bar to allow patrons to have drinks outside within fenced in area along side of bar from Wednesday, July 4, 2012 through Sunday, July 8, 2012 with removal on Monday, July 9, 2012.  All approved.

Police Chief Techar and the Council requested a better explanation for the request to have a fenced in area in the future noting the request it usually granted for an event such as bean bags.
Councilor Nemanick requested residents to help cleanup Gilbert for the 4th of July events.
Motion by Garrity second by Schutte to authorize expenditure of up to $2,000 to finish the work needed to get the digester back online as recommended by the City Engineer.  All approved.
Motion by Schutte second by Nemanick to authorize the Mayor and Clerk to sign the Stipulation Agreement between Minnesota Pollution Control Agency and the City of Gilbert as recommended by the City Engineer.  All approved.
City Engineer Jamnick stated because ditches have been modified on Circle Drive the water run off is being pushed down hill further and is starting to crumble up the road.  Further discussion followed regarding ditching on Circle Drive.
Police Chief Techar stated the Council approved the hire of Police Cadets for the 4th of July activities but he will also need a dispatcher.
Motion by Nemanick second by Schutte to authorize Police Chief Techar to hire a dispatcher for the 4th of July activities at rate of $15.00 per hour.  All approved.
Councilor Nemanick noted there is confusion at Lake Ore-Be-Gone Beach about the “No Parking” signs and the parking spots below.  Nemanick questioned if the parking by the beach could all be designated handicap to eliminate confusion.  City Attorney Brunfelt stated the State sets a minimum for handicap parking but would not have an issue with additional handicap parking.
Leon Schanlaub introduced the new Library Director Nicole Miller.
City Clerk Harper stated meters are being replaced over and over because of negligence on the owners behalf and the City does not charge for replacement meters.
Motion by Garrity second by Schutte to provide homeowners with a meter if it fails but if it breaks down due to the owners’ lack of responsibility the City will charge for the service.  All approved.

Motion by Gentile second by Nemanick to approve payment of bills and payroll subject to audit by Mayor and Clerk (check no. 11837-11897).  City Clerk Harper removed the bills to Connelly Industrial and MN Resort and Campground from the list.  All approved. 
Motion by Nemanick second by Schutte to accept a $750 contribution from the Gilbert Fire Relief Association for the July 3rd Celebration ($500) and Kiddie Parade ($250).  Motion carried with Garrity abstaining.
St. Louis County Assessor David Sipila presented the County staff that will be working for the City of Gilbert and stated they will assess the City in its entirety every five years starting after Labor Day this September.
Tom Smith explained the buoys the divers release at Lake Ore-Be-Gone are failing and need to be replaced.  Smith stated eight need to be replaced at the cost of $99-$129 each, plus he would like to update the map in the changing room.  Discussion was held on alternative methods of funding such as grants or other local scuba diving organizations.
Motion by Gentile second by Nemanick for the City to pledge to purchase four bouys plus cable if money can be matched from somewhere else for the other four.  All approved.
Motion by Gentile second by Schutte to approve request from Gilbert Fire Department to increase the retirement benefit by $200 per year, making the annual payout $1300.  All approved.
City Attorney Brunfelt stated if the vendor that puts the fireworks display on has the City of Gilbert named as additional insured the City would be fine for coverage but if not, it is recommended the City have additional insurance.
Motion by Nemanick second by Gentile to authorize the City Clerk to purchase additional insurance for the fireworks if needed.  All approved.
Motion by Schutte second by Nemanick to approve Resolution 2012-08: Resolution authorizing the Gilbert Clerk/Treasurer to make application to the IRRRB public works (fy2012) grant program  for water and sewer extensions, parking lot, roads and other costs along Alaska avenue for the De-Care expansion project.  All approved.
Motion by Nemanick second by Schutte to approve Resolution 2012-10: Resolution providing for the issuance, sale and delivery of $113,000 General Obligation Tax Abatement Refunding Bonds, Series 2012C.  All approved.

Motion by Schutte second by Nemanick to approve Resolution 2012-11: Resolution providing for the issuance, sale and delivery of $350,000 Taxable General Obligation Capital Improvement Plan Bonds, Series 2012.  All approved.

Brief discussion was held regarding the Mediacom franchise fee.
Motion by Gentile second by Schutte to table discussion on the Mediacom franchise fee.
Motion by Gentile second by Schutte to authorize the City Engineer to work with Erik Wedge on receiving bids for the tuck pointing at the Library.  All approved.
Motion by Gentile second by Schutte to accept $35.00 contribution to the Cemetery Board from Mary Pat Sandstrom and send a letter of thank you.  All approved.
Motion by Gentile second by Schutte to continue with Coldwell Banker as Gilbert’s real estate agent through December 31, 2012.  All approved.
Motion by Gentile second by Garrity to refinance the 2004 G.O. Tax Abatement Bonds.  All approved.

City Clerk Harper reported to the Council on the LMC Conference and election training.  Harper stated Don Bellerud, Tom Nemanick and Mike Skenzich are running for Mayor so there will be a Primary for the Mayoral seat.  Rob Kutsi and John Skalko are running for the two Council seats.
Motion by Schutte second by Gentile to adjourn the meeting at 7:31 p.m.  All approved.
