Minutes of Regular Council Meeting

Tuesday, August 16, 2012

Council Chambers


Mayor Bellerud called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. 

Present:  Mayor Bellerud, Councilors Garrity, Gentile and Nemanick.

Absent:  Councilor Schutte.
Staff Present: City Attorney Brunfelt, City Engineer Jamnick, Police Chief Techar, Campground Caretaker Smith, Library Director Miller and City Clerk Harper.

Mayor Bellerud led the audience in the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor Bellerud stated there was one addition to the agenda:

1. North American Electric contract rate increase from $70.00 to $75.00 per hour.
Motion by Garrity, second by Gentile to approve the increased contract rate with North American Electric from $70.00 to $75.00 per hour.  All approved.
Motion by Gentile, second by Nemanick to approve the Regular Council Meeting minutes of July 10, 2012.  All approved.

Motion by Garrity, second by Gentile to approve the Regular Council Meeting minutes of July 24, 2012.  All approved.

Mert Sedgeman explained they have an ongoing problem at the VFW with water running over the curb in the alley and down the sidewalk, which causes an ice problem every year and need for excessive sanding and salting.  The City Council agreed to have the City Engineer work on the issue in the alley of the VFW this fall.
Motion by Garrity, second by Gentile to approve the Sanitary Sewer Maintenance Policy as recommended by the City Engineer.  All approved.
City Engineer Jamnick stated Jola and Sopp would be in town to start the utility work on the Delta Dental/Alaska Avenue project.  Jamnick updated the Council on the work at the wastewater plant noting the digester is back online.

Police Chief Techar reported he was notified by the DNR there are zebra mussels in Lake Ore-Be-Gone, and was asked to remind people to clean their boats.
Library Director Miller announced the Library has a new website that is also mobile device compatible and noted the Library Book and Bake Sale is August 29-31, 2012 from 10:30 am until 5:30 p.m. and volunteers are still needed.
Campground Caretaker Smith stated this is her last official Council Meeting and thanked everyone.  Smith noted she didn’t have time to get it on the agenda but the Good Sam renewal is due and recommended the City re-new membership again and noted the reduced rate for early payment.  Mayor and Council thanked Pam and Walt for the great job they have done at the Sherwood Forest Campground. 
Motion by Gentile, second by Garrity to continue the Good Sam membership through 2013-2014 for $1,238.40.  All approved.
Motion by Gentile, second by Nemanick to approve Conveyance of City Outlot to IRRRB contingent on final review by the City Attorney, Mayor and City Clerk.  All approved.
Motion by Garrity, second by Nemanick to approve Quit Claim Deed to IRRRB.  All approved.
City Attorney Brunfelt presented the Letter of Understanding regarding the half time wastewater employee and Council further discussed the issues.
Motion by Gentile second by Nemanick to accept the Letter of Understanding with a 60% coverage by the City and 40% by the employee on the VEBA portion with a review of the  hours worked yearly.  All approved
Lengthy discussion followed concerning property the City owns with a house built by Paul Bontems located on it from a previous agreement that has expired.
Ted Erchul approached the Council with interest to purchase City property by the Skenzich Arena.
Motion by Gentile, second by Nemanick to hire Chelsea Trucano as Police Officer for the City of Gilbert Police Department.  All approved.
Motion by Gentile, second by Garrity to approve the Sanitary Sewer Maintenance Policy.  All approved.
Motion by Gentile, second by Garrity to approve election results from the August 14th State Primary.  All approved.
Lengthy discussion followed concerning the hire of new Campground Managers John and Barbara Rautanen over whether they would be city employees or contract employees.

John Shega of Aspire Insurance, LMCIT representative for the City of Gilbert, discussed his company’s hosting a catered event for City of Gilbert employees to celebrate no-lost-time due to a reduction in accidents.  Further discussion followed on the new lifeguard laws and jumping off the cliffs signage at Lake-Ore-Be-Gone.
Motion by Nemanick, second by Gentile to approve Resolution 2012-13 Authorizing the City to make application to and accept funds from the IRRRB Commissioner Grant program for the transformer upgrades at Gilbert Nelle Shean School.  All approved.
Motion by Gentile, second by Garrity to accept the resignation/retirement of Patrolman Scott Engelstad, effective August 24, 2012.  All approved. 
Motion by Nemanick, second by Garrity to approve payout of vacation and sick time to retiring Officer Scott Engelstad.  All approved.
Motion by Nemanick, second by Garrity to approve electrical work by North American Electric for energy upgrades to multiple city buildings.  All approved.
Motion by Nemanick, second by Gentile to approve the Conservation Improvement Program contract from EMS.  All approved.
Motion by Garrity, second by Nemanick to accept the resignation of Peggy Homola, Gilbert City Hall janitor.  All approved.
Motion by Gentile, second by Nemanick to approve Lilly Lopez, who is currently the Gilbert Library janitor, for the City Hall janitor position.  All approved.
Mayor Bellerud announced the correspondence.

Motion by Nemanick, second by Gentile to approve payment of bills and payroll subject to audit by Mayor and Clerk (check no. 12017-12076).  All approved. 
Motion by Nemanick, second by Gentile to adjourn the meeting at 8:07 p.m.  All approved.
