· Clerk: Ehlers conference report. 
· Bonding, determine project size, time frame for completion, which projects will be included in the single bond. 
· City of Gilbert dollar contribution to be determined. Higher amount recommended, as city pays only for amount needed. Final numbers not necessary to complete bonding action.  Recommended to start the bonding process. 
· Mayor: HWY 37 phase 1 and 2, water tower(s) refurbishment, water meters improvement to be included in bond.
· City Engineer: Phase 1 total cost 4.8 million, City of Gilbert share of Phase 1 – 1.3 Million.  Discussion: 6 inch thick sidewalks, street lighting, contingency engineering fees.  Phase 2 total cost 4 million.
· PFA city share of grant 1.5 million of 1.9 million of construction portion. $250,000 IRRR grant. CDBG grant $150,000.  Approximately $400,000 total grant funds. 
· Mayor notes that all citizen concerns are important
· Jamnick: possible assessment discussion. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor polled all Councilors present, all Councilors agreed to do Phase 1 & Phase 2 alley to alley with regards to the main street project. (Pulles, Skenzich, Leoni present)
· Todd Devich:  Curb and blvd. from Nebraska to alley discussion. Suggestion to eliminate grass on blvd. to widen the road as used for school bussing, parking, and snow removal. 
·  Sewer lines, storm sewer, curb and blacktop repair discussion.  Repair recommended.
· Mayor: Projects needed Upper Nebraska, Lower Louisiana, Cemetery, Genoa upper and lower.
· Council determines to leave West French on the project. Blacktop on surface for repair. 
· Council determines to eliminate Niemi Drive and Sparta Circle from repair.  All other projects to stay on bonding list. 
· Bob Pontinen: Gilbert citizen inquiry regarding possible assessment. Options and debt service on water discussed. 
· Repayment information to be presented in future meeting.
· Mayor: Projects can be removed from bonding and taken from electric fund: ½ lighting amount for project, electric meters.
· Clerk: Summarize Phase 1 and 2. Funding presented at Working session February 25, 2020 
· Minnesota Power meeting Tuesday, February 25, 2020 prior to City Council meeting.  
· Water Tower projects and detailed funding to be discussed at February 25, 2020 City Council meeting.
· Mayor: presented areas for potential economic development, (ex: Lower New Jersey Avenue).
