Call to order

MN DOT TH37 Question and Answer Session.

MNDOT representatives present:  Doug Kerfeld senior engineer.
· Encourage public review of maps and information, present questions to representatives.
· Reviews overview of contractor responsibilities.
· Overview of process and order of completion, safety and utilities included. 
· Funding at 90%, advertise in May for contractors.
· Start on North end of town with Iowa/New York approximate end area for this season. 
· July 15, 2020 approximate start date. 
· Bob Kivela: representative of Gilbert Cemetery Board.  Fill needed at expansion area of cemetery, possible use of material from sidewalk excavation. 
· Doug Kerfeld: sidewalk material for disposal is the property of the contractor. Possible agreement between city and contractor regarding the reclaimed sidewalk material for use at cemetery.
· Linda Thesing: Citizen inquiring when property will be completed. 
· South end to be completed second year, starting shortly after May 15, 2021.
· Outreach to business owners. Accommodations made if necessary. 
· Labor agreements will be present as project is federally funded, labor regulations therein will be adhered to. 
· Mayor: project to be completed in 2 phases/2 year project, due to utility work necessitating longer completion and limited construction season. Quality work is priority over quick completion date.  
· Same contractor will be completing both Phase 1 and Phase 2 of project. 
· Mayor: discuss lighting, concrete thickness, preventative maintenance necessary and justified for long-term repair.
· Bump-outs serve purpose of slowing traffic in residential area, safety and are a requirement of funding. Louisiana, Virginia, Iowa, Michigan, Kansas, per federal ADA regulations.
· Redesign of lighting appropriate for residential and business district. Pole height and accessories discussed and cost distribution. 
· Stainless Steel poles to prevent future peeling paint. Signs, flags, attachments will be available. 
· Mayor:  2 million dollar bonded cost, electrical fund discussion. 
· Bike lane allowing biking between Eveleth and Gilbert will benefit during summer tourist season. 11 foot driving lanes and 5 foot bike lane.  
· Citizen inquiry re: cost to homeowner. Electric fund partial funding source and water & sewer debt service fee is possible to pay back bond. 

Other Repair Options Included in Funding:
· Upper/Lower water tanks, electrical substation repair, new electric meters (electric currently estimated), sewer infrastructure and storm sewer line. 
· 20 year bond, special assessment and water and sewer debt fee discussed. 
· I & I Inspection discussion. Sewer and rain water must be separated. Inspector to determine and sign off.  
· Sparta sewer line discussed- necessity of all on sewer line.
· Medians will be as currently in place.
· Betsy Grahek:  inquires re: snow and rain run-off to lower streets.
· Engineer addresses the above: a water catch basin will be added to catch water before it goes down the hill so as not to tax any individual system sump.
· Compensation to individual homeowner for necessary removal of hedges, trees, fences for project construction. Homeowner can have any excess materials. Easements discussed. 
· Skenzich: sidewalks will run to Anthem.  Advises hauling extra dirt bituminous to the cemetery for use. 
· Doug Kerfeld:  advises those present to look at maps and construction designs and ask questions.
