Install Plumbing for Valve at Water Plant: There is a pump that is going to be installed by the City
Staff, however due to workload, it has not been installed. Installation can be done by JK Mechanical
for the sum of $2,696.00. Discussion.

Water Treatment Plant Engineering Evaluation: Due to ongoing health and safety concerns with the
existing lime solo equipment and a recommendation from our safety group, upgrading of the equipment
is recommended.

The scope of the proposed SEH engineering includes an evaluation of the existing lime equipment,
recommended modifications that should be made, and assist the City with obtaining quotes for the
purchase and installation of new equipment to improve health and safety of the system. The cost of the
proposal is not to exceed $4,650.00 and should be completed by April 30, 2019.
