Miscellaneous: 

Campground Fire Rings: Need to replace six fire rings. MN/WI Playground is the only company that makes this style of fire rings. Mayor Milos, would like to look at local options if additional fire rings are needed in the future. Councilor Pontinen questioned if the fire rings would be covered under insurance.

Street Dance: Devo’s Sand Bar, The Dugout and the Downtown Bar would like to host a street dance on Saturday, June 30, 2018. They are requesting approval to have Broadway Street closed for the street dance. 

Motion by Ouke, second by Pontinen to approve the street dance on June 30, 2018 and the closing of Broadway Street during the street dance. MCU

Gilbert Fire Department needs fire turnout gear. Gulbranson Excavating donated $10,000 last year for the ballfields. They are willing to transfer that contribution to the fire department and Gulbranson Excavating will contribute additional funds to pay for all the sets of turnout gear for the Fire Department that are past term date.

Portable rest rooms are not city property. It would be more expensive to get insurance on these through the League of Minnesota Cities Ins. Trust than paying monthly damages charge. It was suggested to pay the damages charge instead of insuring the portable rest room units.
