· Sewer plant smell and noise have been addressed and have been eliminated. 
· Mayor assures citizens that their waste water treatment plant concerns will be addressed in a timely manner, and thanks citizens for their patience regarding issues as they come up. 
· Covid update - opening up more buildings and getting closer to normal. 
· Mayor requests citizen response for the frequent power surges. 
· Mayor thanks city staff for the organization and operation and citizen input during Video City Council meetings.

City Engineer:  John Jamnick: 
1. Meter Update: meter bids are advertised for June 23rd bid date. 
· Lower Michigan restoration update. 
· Water Tower: bids were received May 28, from 5 contractors/low bid Viking $573,000. Tabled until June 23 City council meeting. Bid can stand 30 or 60 days. Time extension if needed. 
· Citizen inquires if there is an opt-out policy for the new meters. If there is not, can one be implemented. 
· Attorney:  Opt-out policy would have to be a decision made by the council. 
· Mayor: The concerned citizen’s letter to be sent to the water and light board for review and recommendation to the city council. 
· Clerk: Citizen is to be referred to the water and light board for questions. 
· Summit Street project in process.
· Fire hydrant on private property discussion. Placed in 2015 in exact location. At one time may have been city property but now private property.  
· Fire hydrant needs to be open and accessible, as it is currently behind a fence. Look into property lines, address drainage issue on this property. 
· Mayor recommends Jamnick to look into the issue and present to council- drainage and fire hydrant accessibiliy.
· Robich: Jamnick not aware of surveying in cemetery area, but DNR possibly DNR regarding wetlands. 
· Sam to research whose marker flags are currently at cemetery. 
· Robich: Jamnick discusses possible cemetery grants for the expansion and will research options. 
· Summit Street drainage, north of storage buildings, to be researched by Jamnick and Lautigar. 

2. High Tower: bids were received on May 28, low bid Viking.... KLM recommends awarding contract to Viking 
· Table the issue HIgh tower refurbishing project until clarification on lower tank work and clarification on proposal and does it include lower tank. Tabled until June 23 CC. Bids can stand until June 30. Award date extension is possibility. 

Police Chief:   Ty Techar:
· Summer and Ore Be Gone/Genoa Pitt cliff jumping. 300+ kids, more 911 calls in past 2 weeks than all last summer. 35 citations recently, most from out of town. Police were harrassed, 2 officers are necessary to patrol the area for safety of officers.  Fence has been destroyed. Garbage is profuse and problematic. 
·  Many hours spent at cliff jumping takes time and staff hours away from other areas and resources. 
· Deterrent options discussed. Overtime can no longer be sustained to monitor the cliffs alone.  Signage is still secured. Fence has been run down. 
· Misdemeanor trespass citation. Higher fine schedule for next year discussed. 48 car thefts in 2017. Sexual assaults reported in past.  More crime reported at sites. 
· Genoa pit traffic has increased dramatically. ATV access only. Not possible to have officer at that site.  Genoa site is private property.
· Campground committee, Operations Director, City Engineer to be involved in a solution. Mayor requests 2-3 ideas to be brought to council at June 23 city council meeting. 
· Purchase of Honda 2020 purchase using remaining $2,599.03 from DNR ATV grant, submitted by June 13. Total purchase price $5,490.
· Addresses response issues while on ATV patrol.  Motorcycles increase response time, safer option to ATV and less expensive.  
· Intern from Winona State is being utilized by GPD for electronic search, etc. Will be done with internship on July 13, 2020.

· Covid cleaning required 3 times/week, which increases cost. 
· Mayor recommends having same number of portable restrooms as last year.

· Previously portables were cleaned 2 times/week
· Summer help utilized to clean units to defray cost.  
· $79.00 per unit/month. Includes pumping. Cost discussion, Theft of hand sanitizer is not covered in the damage waiver. Possibly city employee to fill sanitizer.
