1. Sparta Location Vacation Hearing: to consider a vacation of a limited amount of roads located in Sparta Location, while the City of Gilbert retains any and all utility easements. 
· Wenonah Properties and Saint Louis County are working cooperatively in an effort to remove abandoned structures and debris within portions of Sparta Location.  Once this cleanup is complete, Wenonah Properties would like to barricade and or gate certain Sparta Location roads located on Wenonah lands in an attempt to eliminate future garbage dumping on Wenonah lands.
· List of Sparta Location roads:
1. Sparta Circle Drive, from County Hwy 97 to South Park Drive
2. North Park Drive, from Sparta Circle Drive to Central Entrance
3. Central Entrance, from Sparta Circle Drive to South Park Drive
4. Elder Road
5. Oliver Road
6. Pit Road
7. Un-Named road located NE of Central Entrance

Public Input: No input from public or zoom video

Pulles: inquires if anyone lives on the properties. 
Operations Director:  no one lives on the vacated roads, and no utilities on the roadways in that area and will be no burden to the City. 

The Vacation means the City of Gilbert is giving away future rights to this property and will no longer have a right-of-way. 

Attorney: Wenonah Properties has always been the fee payor in this area. There are no residents on the properties.  Recommends the City pass an ordinance to formally vacate the property, with the Hearing tonight and then formal adoption of the ordinance introduced at future City Council meeting, with the subsequent steps to follow for the ordinance adoption. 

Clerk: No citizen has contacted City Hall in writing, by phone or in person, either for or against the Sparta Location Vacation.
